SBRA is not responsible for lost documentation. 
· Funds for the rebate are limited and available on a first-come, first-serve basis. Rebate applications and all supporting documentation must be received by SBRA on or before January 10, 2011. 
ELIGIBILITY:
· Rebates are available only for ENERGY STAR qualified manufactured homes using electricity as the primary heating energy source and sold to electric service customers of power distributors of the Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA). Only new construction qualifies. Modular homes do not qualify.

· Homes must be completed at the building site no later than December 31, 2010.
